Use the higher volume of water where the weeds are large at the time of application and where the grass is dense.

Application timing of DOXSTAR PRO is crucial for good control and must be made when the weeds and grass are
actively growing to ensure good weed control and minimal check to the grass. Docks should be treated in the rosette
stage and within the size given above.

It is important that there is sufficient leaf area for uptake of the herbicide. This is particularly true on well-established
docks which will have an extensive tap root, but which early in the spring or soon after cutting may only have a few
small leaves.

If the grass (and hence the weeds) has been cut for conservation hay or silage, or has been grazed, leave for 2 to
3 weeks to allow sufficient regrowth to occur before spraying.

On large well-established docks and where there is a large reservoir of seed in the soil a further control programme in
the following year may be required.
