Pesticide Application Record Form - Biocidal Products
The PRCD of the Department of Agriculture and Food is responsible for implementing and enforcing the regulatory system for biocidal products, which include disinfectants, industrial preservatives, pest control products and other biocidal products such as anti-foulants and embalming fluids. 

The document template below in Appendix I is designed for professional applicators of biocidal products (such as pest controllers, professional cleaners, applicators of anti-foulants and wood preservatives, workers in industrial/manufacturing plants). The document is designed for the precise/official recording of biocidal product usage in order to ensure a sustainable and safe use of biocidal products.

Appendix II provides worked examples of how this document can be used in order to precisely record the use of biocidal products.

The document template is a guideline only and the suggested format is designed to promote and support Best Practices in the professional use of biocidal products through record keeping and product control. Individual companies may decide and are encouraged to adapt this template document to suit their respective needs. It is advised that an electronic version of the document is maintained in either a word processing or spreadsheet format (for example MS Word or MS Excel).
